COMMON FORMATION PROGRAM

As members of the Common Formation Team, the Jordan Ministry Team members collaborate
with the diocese in the formation of deacons and lay ecclesial ministers.

Guided by the documents of the USCCB, the program addresses the four dimensions of
formation required for ministry; Human, Spiritual, Intellectual, and Pastoral.

The Common Formation Program is a four year program, meeting one weekend each month,
